Qeshm Institute of Higher Education was es-
tablished in 1996 by the Qeshm Free Zone Or-
ganization (QFZO) with the objective of pro-
moting higher education in Qeshm Island, 
other parts of the country, and the whole re-
gion, e.g. the Persian Gulf countries & Central 
Asian countries. Its sole share-holder is QFZO. 

National Activities 

The national activities of QIHE started in Feb. 
2006 by offering post-diploma programmes 
in its Qeshm Island campus.  

International Activities 

QIHE started its international activities in 
2001 by offering Masters degree in Business 
Administration (MBA) in collaboration with 
Carleton University, Ottawa, Canada. While 
the prerequisite courses are taught by Iranian 
Professors, the main courses are taught by 
Canadian colleagues who travel from Ottawa 
to Qeshm Island. Though in order to give a 
touch of the atmosphere of Canadian acade-
mia, normally two main courses are offered 
in Ottawa. Finally, upon submitting the thesis, 
the MBA degree is awarded by Carleton Uni-
versity.
